House Bill 0331

House Bill 331 is proposed legislation that would prohibit the possession, use, sale and
purchase of powdered alcohol, also known as palcohol. HO331 was introduced on January 13,
reported out of committee and now placed on the House General Orders.

Powdered alcohol is considered dangerous, unnecessary and prone to abuse. At least 24
states have banned the product through legislation in the last two years. Powdered alcohol is
exactly what it sounds like, a packet of powder that is dissolved in liquid and comes in a variety
of flavors. There are many concerns relating to the product including unapproved uses
(snorting), misuse by irresponsible adults of legal drinking age and underage persons, improper
mixing with less than the prescribed amount of water, mixing with other spirituous liquors that
could create lethal "drinks", mixing with foods, and the inherent concealability that will to illicit use
in venues where alcohol is prohibited (H0331 Statement of Purpose).
